READ ALL DIRECTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE BEGINNING INSTALLATION

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION
STEP	 1:	 See Exhibit A.  Drill or cut a 2 inch hole in the side of your brooder or cage in the location where 

you want the drinker trough located.  The drinker is assembled through the 2 inch h ole.  Attach the 
male and female bushings (Ref. Nos. 2 and 3) of the drinker as shown, with the male bushing on 
the inside.  Note that the bushings are cantilevered.  Rotate them until the bottle holder and trough 
(Ref. No. 1) is as horizontal with the floor as you can get it.  By making the bottle holder and trough 
level, chances of water seepage are reduced.  Attach the 2 bushings to each other using 3-#6 x 3/4 
thread cutting screws (Ref. No. 6).  Tighten the bushings with the sidewall of the cage or brooder 
sandwiched between the 2 bushings.

STEP	 2:	 See Exhibit B.  Install hook bolt (Ref. No. 9) and 2 nuts and washers (Ref. Nos. 8 and 10) to brooder 
or cage on one side of water bottle.  Secure retaining strap to the other side of water bottle using 
Ref. No. 12 bolt, and Ref. No. 12 locknut.  Stretch retaining strap around water bottle and attach to 
hook bolt.

STEP	 3:	 Included is a small bird restrictor insert and an O-Ring (Ref. Nos. 4 and 7).  The restrictor is 
designed to be placed in the trough and retained with the O-Ring.  See Exhibit C.  Use where birds 
are tiny enough that there is concern that the birds will attempt to drown.

Concerning use of the drinker, the bottle holder and trough is inserted through the bushings and is inverted.  The water 
bottle is filled.  Place the neck of the bottle in the trough and rotate bottle into position.  See Exhibit D.  Secure bottle by 
hooking retaining strap around top of bottle.
